Everyone was thanked for coming and introductions were made around the room.

We welcomed our speaker Chief Davis Salois of the Raymond Police Department.

Chief joined us to give an overview of his department and touch briefly on some of the issues that they deal with in our town.  

He pointed out that Raymond is the 28th largest town in NH. He has 17 full time officers, 3 detectives, a school resource officer and 3 of his staff are members of the SNH SWAT unit.  Below are the stats for the town in the past year, 2009

Chief gave a brief overview of some of the calls his department deals with.  

He explained what an IEA – Involuntary Emergency Exam.  These are for unstable people when they are concerned for their safety or are a suicide risk.  They are brought to Exeter Hospital and are usually about 5 –6 hours long.  The officer who brings someone in must remain with them until finished; these individuals are not under arrest.  RPD had 35 of these in 2009

In 2009 there were 26 arrests for possession of alcohol and 7 for transporting alcohol.  Underage individuals are released to their parents.

Someone asked what follow up programs are available for these parents to get their youth help.  By law the police cannot make a parent take a child for services if they are not arrested.

This lead to discussion around the lack of support and programs available to those who have substance abuse issues and are looking for support or treatment options.

Services are available through Child and Family Services for adolescents.

*We would like to point out that incidents of substance abuse addictions are rising and more and more individuals are in need of services at a time when funding continues to be cut and help is diminishing.

Kathy Marino of DJJS pointed our services she know of in the Rockingham County Area which include the ASAP program in Seabrook at Seacoast Youth Services, Atkinson Family Mediation offers the Challenge Program and Making Change is being offered at the Sad Café in Plaistow and Salem/Derry.

Boomerang the diversion program offered by RCFY was discussed at length.  Many at the table have heard of it and know it is  a great program but it is completely under utilized.  Parents at the table mentioned that this would be a great program for parents to take their teens too if they suspected use.  Getting the word out to the public and parents continues to be an issue that we will have to work on.  

We are also going to look at expanding and offering the program to surrounding communities through their police departments and juvenile probation officers.  

Chief mentioned one of the problems they run into with referrals is the program is designed for those 18 and younger; to be used legally it has to be first time offenders.  In addition a good amount of those being arrested fall in the age group of 19 – 21 and there are no services for this age group currently.  All agree this program should not go away and we should work to collectively to put more into advertising and utilizing it.

*Making Change – a support group for youth who are contemplating stopping using ATOD would be a great addition to the Raymond area.  There will be a training in this model on May 25 and 26 in Derry through our sister coalition CATS.  If you are interested in this training to help us implement it in Raymond please contact us or CATS to enroll.

*SPF funding updates – there is a bit of money left in our region for partners or organization who are currently implementing evidence based programs addressing the contribution factors of underage drinking.  If your organization fits into this please let us know.

*Be The Wall – bethewall.org is a social marketing campaign that our regional coalition will be rolling out in the fall.  

*Life of an Athlete – Our committee will be presenting to the school board next Wednesday the policy that has been worked on to incorporate the ‘ideal’ school athletic code of conduct.  There has been a lot of research done to evaluate all components and our committee has worked to best incorporate it into the existing policy in the Raymond School district.  This program is one that supports our youth and gives them many protective factors to help promote positive choices.  It also gives them the tools they need to avoid circumstances where alcohol and drugs are present.  This is very exciting for Raymond as if everything goes well we will be one of the first towns to implement this in NH.  That being said there are many others who have attended our training who are also working on this as we speak.  This news is great for all of our young athletes. 

*Town Hall meeting update – It was a great success!  We had over 30 people in attendance and thank Jacks Driving School for recognizing the importance of bringing his students to such an event.  There was a great amount of conversation around underage drinking and the dangers associated with it as well as the social host policy and prohibiting adults providing alcohol to minors.  One of the nice things that was pointed out is that this evening was taped and continues to be run on ch. 22 allowing for additional exposure and spreading of the information.

*After school program update – Pat will be implementing the All Star program this month as part of the program.  This is about planning for your future and having great goals and making a plan to not let ATOD get in the way.  They will also have a field trip on May 19.

*The RCFY Board of Directors will be having a consultant, Steve Ridini, come in on May 25, 2 – 7PM, to do some work on the sustainability of RCFY and what it will take to see that RCFY stays around for a long time.  If you think you might like to be more involved with RCFY and the mission this might be a great time to get your feet wet.  No pressure but if you might be interested any one on the BOD or Celeste would be happy to give you more information.

Paula of SNH Area Health education Center joined us to see if we might be interested in partnering with her organization to address pediatric/childhood obesity.  She has an opportunity to work with the community on this issue and is looking to get people in the community involved.  One of the areas is preparing opportunities for Youth Leaership.  This is a great fit for RCFY.  Many of our members work with the families in town and we are excited about addressing yet another area of positive choices for our youth.

*Another friendly reminder:  We still have RCFY discount cards for sale.  100% of the profit of these cards goes back to RCFY.  Feedback from our volunteers who have been helping to sell them is that it is easy as people are looking to save money.  Bring them to a baseball or soccer game and show them off, sold!
